(Isaiah 43:18)  "Forget the former things; do not dwell on the past.  

(Isaiah 43:19)  See, I am doing a new thing! Now it springs up; do you not perceive it? I am 

making a way in the desert and streams in the wasteland.  

Don’t dwell in the past because God will do new things in your life. 

3 things you must do in life according to Isaiah 43. 

1. FORGET the Former Things 

(Isaiah 43:18)  "Do not remember the former things, Nor consider the things of old. 

God wants you to look forward to what beholds in the New Year. You must be willing to 

move on. 

(Isaiah 43:16)  Thus says the Lord, who makes a way in the sea And a path through the 

mighty waters, 

In 2009, you walked through the fire and not got burn; walked through the water and not 

drown. If God brought you through 2009, you really should look forward to what God will 

bring to you in 2010. 

(Philippians 3:14)  I press on toward the goal to win the prize for which God has called me 

heavenward in Christ Jesus.  

(Philippians 3:15)  All of us who are mature should take such a view of things. And if on 

some point you think differently, that too God will make clear to you. 

Do not be distracted by people around you. God has given you a lane to run in with Christ 

Jesus. Just keep moving ahead. You cannot be driving your car and looking at the rear view 

mirror all the time. But most people live life that way – always looking back. Keep pressing 

forward! 

People’s Attachment to Their Past 

 40% Embarrassments & Mistakes 

 30% Always Worrying 

 12% Pain, Hurts & Angry 

 10% Obsessed with their Health 

 Only the remaining 8% thinks positive about their life 

That is why there are only so little leaders in the world. You should be within that 8%! Do 

not get stuck by your past. Get ready for something new to happen in your life! God wants 

to do new things. 
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(2 Corinthians 5:17)  Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have 

passed away; behold, all things have become new. 

2. Get a VISION of new things from God 

(Isaiah 43:19)  See, I am doing a new thing! Now it springs up; do you not perceive it? I am 

making a way in the desert and streams in the wasteland.  

God wants you to look to the future. Step out of your unbelief and step into faith. 

(John 1:16)  And of His fullness we have all received, and grace for grace. 

(John 1:17)  For the law was given through Moses, but grace and truth came through Jesus 

Christ. 

God is a God who adds grace upon grace. Whenever God does a miracle for you, it is to lead 

you from a level of grace to another level of grace. Do not stop at the first level of grace 

because God has a greater grace for you. 

(Zechariah 4:6)  So he answered and said to me: "This is the word of the Lord to Zerubbabel: 

'Not by might nor by power, but by My Spirit,' Says the Lord of hosts. 

(Zechariah 4:7)  'Who are you, O great mountain? Before Zerubbabel you shall become a 

plain! And he shall bring forth the capstone With shouts of "Grace, grace to it!" ' " 

Building the temple requires common grace yet they spoke another level of grace to it. 

In this New Year, ask God for a new level of grace upon the grace you already have. 

Whatever you can think and visualise of, God can do exceedingly above what you can think! 

Do not get stuck in what you are doing. God is always moving. There is always something 

greater for you. 

(Isaiah 43:20)  The wild animals honor me, the jackals and the owls, because I provide water 

in the desert and streams in the wasteland, to give drink to my people, my chosen,  

The people around your life will get blessed too.
